- I jogged and walked along the river, very nice natural environment; good at any time (the path is illuminated by street lamps).

- Junk food + shopping in Hemköp is fairly cheap in comparison to Finnish supermarkets

- I had the best pizza ever outside Italy in the pizzeria Pappa Grappa (I swear, even better than the one in Due Forni in Berlin).
